 This deep gold colored wine exhibits 
intense classic Gew¿rztraminer aromatics of 
roses, lychee, pink grapefruit and baking spic-
es.  On the palate it is dry and full bodied with 
crisp yet silky mouth feel and rich ÿavors 
of  grapefruit, mixed citrus and tropical fruit 
notes with overtones of fresh roses and spice. 
The þnish is long, fresh and dry.
